① Apply the slide base 

Underneath the turn table, try to 

align with screw holes, and using 

4 screws fix the slide base to the 

main body. 

   (See Fig. Left) 

② Set the nuts inside of the 

shooter, by matching with 2 

holes (left & right). 

(See Fig. Below) 

③ Place the shooter in-between 

the shooter slide insert the 

washer, align with the nuts, and 

tighten with flat knob screws. 

 

④ Align and mount the 

shooter locking bracket 

along the long slots on the 

slide base using the flat 

knob screws and the 

washers. 

  (See Fig. Right) 

⑤ Put in the assembled shooter 

slide as in ③ into the slide 

base as in ④,and tighten 

with the flat knob and 

washers from both sides.

⑥Raise the shooter referred 

in3、by s lightly loosening 
the flat knob screws, and 
then tighten the screws 
slightly and temporarily. 

 (to prevent from falling 
down) 

 

⑦Place the plastic tray in the 

aluminum bucket. 
 

⑧Place the bucket of ⑦ on 
the tum table by matching 
the convex of the bucket 
bottom onto the cap bolts 
of the tum table. 

⑨Bring down the shooter 

raised in ⑥ so that the 

shooter foot will sit in the 
center of the tray without a 
gap. 

 

⑩Tighten the flat knob screws 

both sides of the shooter. 
 

⑪Connect the oil recycling 

drain hose to the nozzle  of 

the shooter.

① Unplug the AC power cable. 

② Remove the bucket and the tray. 

（if necessary raise the shooter） 

③ Unscrew the adjuster bolt so that the bolt 

will come off from the floor. 

④ Unlock the casters （2pcs） 

⑤ Push or pull by the device main body. 

When adjusting the height of the device, please 

allocate at least two (2) operators for safety 

reason, one to hold the device and the other to 

loosen/tighten the screws. 

① Slowly loosen the cap bolt (2pcs,left& right) 

on the set collar using the hex wrench 

(4mm) provided, and bring down the tum 

table body. 

Make sure to hold firmly the tum table body 

so that it will not fall down rapidly. 

②Place the aluminum bucket and Plastic 

Tray. 

③Place the shooter. 

④Adjust the height so that the shooter top 

end will fit right underneath the lathe 

machine‘ s conveyor belt work exit. 

（the smaller difference is， less jumping 

of the works.） 

⑤As the best height is reached, tighten the 

cap screws to fix the device height. 

 

●Make sure to tighten the cap screws surely. 

●Remove the shaft cover when adjusting to 

the lowest height.

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Part Names and Functions 

① Loosen all the flat knob screws (6pcs.) to set all the parts free and loose. 

② Place the shooter foot in the center of the tray. (refer to page11) 

③ While maintaining the shooter position in ②, tighten the flat knob screws at 

both sides of the shooter slide, and fix the angle of the shooter and the height 

of the shooter slide. 

④ Push up the shooter locking bracket until it contacts to the bottom of the 

shooter and tighten the flat knob screws. 

⑤ To take up the bucket (and/or the tray),  loosen the flat knob screws (2pcs.） 

at the bottom of the shooter slide, lift up the shooter slide avoiding an 

interference of the bucket（and/or the tray）and the shooter, hold and fix the 

shooter slide, and take up the bucket (and/or the tray). 

⑥ To place the bucket on the turn table, loosen the flat knob screws (2pcs.) at the 
bottom of the shooter slide, and push down the shooter slide until the shooter’s 
bottom end touches the shooter locking bracket, then tighten the flat knob 
screws and fix.

① Set the shooter position so that the shooter foot will sit on the center of the 
plastic tray leaving no gap in between, and then tighten the flat knob screws. 

② Adjust and determine the position of the device by moving the device little by 
little forward/backward and/or left/right so that the shooter top end comes 

right underneath the work e キーit of the lathe machine conveyor. （Also 

make sure the oil drop catcher is positioned properly to receive the oil drops 

running out of the lathe conveyor belt.） 

③ Lock the casters (2pcs.） 

④ Tighten the adjuster (anchor) bolt and stabilize the device positioning. 

 

 

  

  Adjusting the Height of the Shooter 
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Part Names and Functions 

 

① Plug in the AC power cable to the wall outlet. The green LED lamp of the 
speed controller will turn on. 

② Push Start Switch ON. (The tum table starts to tum round at the speed set by 
the speed controller factory default position.) 

③ Turn the speed controller’s volume knob to adjust for the desired speed. 
(The speed range is 0.3~4.6rpm/50Hz, or 0.3~5.5rpm/60Hz) 

 

●Make sure there is no interfering objects to the bucket, tray, turn table. 

●Turn off the Start Switch and Unplug the AC Power Cable if the device is not 

going to be used for a long period.

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Part Names and Functions 

① Make sure the plastic tray is placed in the aluminum bucket, before filling out the 
rinsing liquid. 

 
 

●The material of the plastic tray and the shooter is acryl denatured high impact type 

PVC, which is quite endurable to most rinsing liquid but there might be some rinsing 
liquid that may cause deterioration and/or deformation. 

② Proper amount of the rinsing liquid is to the level in where the works stored in the 
tray is completely steeped. General guide level is up to a little less than the half 

depth of the tray (about 7lit.）(Please note that as the works get stored more, the 

higher the liquid level becomes. Be careful of overflow of the liquid. 

③ To take up the tray, loosen the flat knob screws both sides of the shooter, and raise 
up the shooter to make a way for the tray. 

④ Slowly and horizontally pick up the tray. Do not spill the rinsing liquid. 

 
 

●Do not hurry picking up the tray too quickly as it might cause the rinsing liquid spill 

from the tray and/or the bucket. Slowly and up straight pick up the tray, allowing 
some time so that the liquid will flow out through the holes in the tray to the bucket. 

⑤ Collect the works and empty the tray, and put it again in the bucket. 

 
 

●When putting back the tray in the bucket wherein the rinsing liquid is filled out, put 

it down slowly allowing some time so that the liquid will flow into the tray through the 
holes gradually. Too quick placement may cause the liquid spill out from the bucket.

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(3) Maintenance and Cleaning 

①Unplug the AC Power Cable from the wall outlet. 

②Remove the bucket. 

③Dip a soft cloth in lukewarm water or thinned kitchen cleanser, and wring it 

strongly, and wipe dirt, stains off. 

 

 

●Do not rub or wipe with a dry cloth, nor use benzene, paint thinner, cleanser, 

alkaline detergent. They may cause a scratch on the surface and/or cause 
deterioration, discoloration.
